) Culture of humility | Understanding the format, what to keep doing, start
doing, stop doing.

) Culture of knowing | Knowing elders, deacons and members

) Culture of community | Inward and outward community

) Culture of unity | A deep desire to recognise the existing work of the kingdom
and support God’s bride in the varying expressions that exist in modernity
today.

) Culture of wisdom |Hands down one that can so easily dominate for some and
then go on the back burner for others. It is essential that we operate in
sanctified wisdom and press in to gifting and discernment when it comes to the
practical out workings of the local body.

) Culture of response | All are loved and so all are loving! We love as Christ
first loved us, thats the motivation, the fuel and the power behind our love for
others. It is important that this principle of response is present among one
another, that I love because other followers of Christ love me and other
followers of Christ love me as I love them.

) Culture of self-examination | It is important that we don’t get into a cycle where we just deceive and
dissuade ourselves from what is actually true. What you say about yourself only matters as far as it is
true? You can say you are not a sinner to thecows come home, but it doesn’t change the reality of what is
true and so what God see’s. We must self-evaluate one another and our body always.

) Culture of recognising gifts | To each follower of Christ there is a spiritual gift that has been given. We
must ensure that we in the name of human wisdom (conformity) lie about the gifts and their use. Everyone
matters, everyones gifts matter, we must recognise and release these gifts for the edification of his bride
and exaltation of Christ.

) Culture of Delegation | A great leader and better person is someone who see’s the beauty in ‘the other’ and
so creates a space for their beauty to be evidenced. 

) Culture of passion | Passion: An uncontrollable strength when paired with longevity brings strength, or
the sufferings and death of Christ. We must be a people marked by passion, passion for God, his word, his
Spirit, his will, his kingdom and his bride.

) Culture of wisdom | A supernatural endowment discovered through experience. The means tow which we
acquire such wisdom is through accumulation.

) Culture of Spirit and Truth | Jesus said that the time had come for us to worship in Spirit and in truth! The
word alone you will dry up, the Spirit alone you will blow up, the Spirit and the word you will grow up.

) Culture of obedience and accountability | 1 Timothy 2 and the necessity of communal responsibility.

) His words | When will we understand the fear and trembling to be associated with God’s word? When will
we understand that when we quote his word we are quoting God!

) His people | When will we understand that people are not our possession but instead are his possession
bought with a high price and so it matters how we treat them.

) His days | When will we understand that our days are a gift to be stewarded not to be owned.

) His mission | When will we understand that we don’t create mission, we don’t create harvest, we don’t
create labourers, God has declared what the mission failed is and how we are to play our role in it.

) His gifts | When will we understand that a gift is something we receive from God because of his nature,
nothing else, these gifts are to edify us and worship him.

) Recognise | We must always go back to where it all began and realise what is happening now.

) Equip | We must be mobilised by the promises of God.

) Go | We must live out the commission every second of every day.

) Grow | We must enjoy growth in Christ.

) Glorify | We must give EVERYTHING for Jesus.
