Local body



We know the importance of the local body and the
mission of the local body within the local context!
The local body is the dive methodology of God for
mission! 

So in whatever context we find ourselves in, sport,
work or whatever! The mission remains the
same... make disciples! The means to which God
calls us to do that is his church and his bride. 



So in every context and that includes
‘ministry,’ it must be consumed by the
great commission given by Jesus and in
order to do the commission with
obedience, the church (local body) must
be the end destination as it is the context
where disciples are discipled.

Global body



With our gaze on the priority of the local
body, we can now begin to explore
everything other than the local body. 
We must make a differentiation between
local body and the global body! We are
always the body and are apart of the
body! Our plugging in to a local body is
essential as explained, but it is not the
totality of everything! 



So it is a matter of fact that not
everything has to be done in the local
body, evangelism, fellowship, prayer, the
word, praise and life all takes place
outside of the local body and can be
placed in the context of the global body! 
Underpinning the living of our lives is
love to God, love for others and love for
self and it is obedience that expresses
this love.

Obedience looks like...



Knowing God
Growing closer to God 
Glorifying God
Loving God 
Loving self
Loving Neighbour
Loving his bride
Loving his church
Loving his will

Loving what he loves means my life is marked by
the following mission...

Igniting men and women of God into a
deeper discipleship with God. 



Ignite = Imagery that depicts the real
reality followers of Christ steeping into
a deeper intimacy 

Men & Women = As it pertains to God’s creation 

Discipleship =  The totality of being a
follower of Christ - Encountering Jesus,
baptised, local body

The contexts to which we are obedient
can also include enviroments other than
church, like ‘ministry’ which finds itself in
the category other than church, along
with everything else.

‘Ministries’ can best be described as a non-church
context that are intentional about serviving Jesus
in a very specific way. 



‘Ministries’ are one of many contexts that
are not church, but like every ministry
(our lives) it should flow from, through
and towards the local body which is God’s
chosen means of discipleship.



Church is sacred and we are given divine
perimeters as to how this house is
governed and why it exists.

‘Ministries’ are not churches and while they should be
led by God, his word and Spirit, they should not take
the role of the local body, becuase then it is by nature
no longer a ‘ministry’ but a church in disguise, which
makes no sense. 



‘Ministries’ vary in their nature, whether
they be a creative expression of
obedience, an estblished charity that
employs or a momentary stepping stone
for watever reason in that season.

Ministries have function and utility, however, unlike the
church they are not needed, so why do them in the first
place? 



They can provide Jobs
They can provide opportunities
They can make things happen
They meet needs
They help
They are good
They can help the church
The list goes on...
 



Well ‘ministries’ by their nature are not
by default bad, but with every ministry
(unlike the church) we have to justify our
existence and this of course is correct.
Now this thinking should not just be
restricted to ministry, why start or do
anything that is not centred upon or is
the church?  



Why set up a sports team? Why set up a
youth ministry? Why set up a ministry for
mum’s or dads, why start a business? We
must ask ourselves why are we doing
anything, why breath? Everything must be
for the sola de gloria of Christos our
king.

Businesses, charities and ministries are
good things. Sometimes we can equte
ministries with church, this is unbiblical
as we are given clear description of what
church is and it does not entail endless
ministries and excessive amounts of
staff. 



This is why I started with...

1) The importance of Church

But if I asked what church is, would you
say a ministry, like the youth, or a staff
member, when you won’t find these things
in scripture? 



Church is the ekklesia a gathering of
people who...

1) Come under authority of elders
2) Come under the service of deacons
3) Love as a family

Nothing more and nothing less, now there
is greater detail with what makes a
healthy household but see the church
presentation for that. 



So you are saying ministries shouldn’t
exist?

NO! They are good remember.

I am saying that there is a difference
between church and ‘ministries’ and it is
important we maintain clarity between
the two. 



1) The church matters
2) Everything will flow through, from
and towards the church
3) love through obedience, obedience
is loving what he loves, loving what
he loves is discipleship and
discipleship pervades every facet of
our life! 



Our lives our a ministry, so how does
your everything reflect the ministry of
Christ and point to his local body which is
God’s means of discipleship. What does
your ministry look like? 



LOVE! It looks like love!
Practically it could be a charity, it could
be a podcast, it could be a blog, it could
be a business, it could be insert
whatever...

But in every account, regardless of the expression of the
ministry... 



It is not the church, but is your life in
obedience, and as we stated, a life in
obedience is our lives as ministries for
the kingdom that will as a result lead
back to the local body if we are actually
being obedient. 



Some amazing charities go to schools,
focus on university students, focus on
refugee’s, focus on mental health, focus
on the proclamation of the gospel...

People then say, should’t the church be
doing this, and that ministry’s only exist
because the church isn’t doing their job?



The structure of this presentation is to
allow you to see just a weird this view is
because of the perspective we are
looking through.

The local body’s job is being a hosuehold
familiy, they can and should be doing that
while the indivuals that make the global
body live their lives in obedience and
minister in a context other than the
local body. 



‘Ministries’are just one of many contexts
that is not the church, and just like
everything should be devoted to Christ!
The beuatiful thing about ‘ministries’ is it
is easier to have that intentional
kingdom focus unlike a business man, who
could get bogged down by the things of
the world (not to say that can’t happen in
a ministry context). 



Our ministry



Take ‘our ministry’ for example?

1) We love the church
2) We love God, so our obedient, so we love
what he loves, what he loves is complete
devotion which will in turn lead everything
back to the local body
3) We know we are not a church, we know we
will never detract away from the church
bu through idosyncratic means we want to
add to the church as a means of adding to
the kingdom. 



We want to spend our free time outside
the context of the local church to be
devoted to Christ. The specific heart or
lens our ‘ministry/charity’ has is bringing
hope to families and helping people know
there is more in Jesus, specifically young
adults! The drive is the two greatest
commands, the means is the comimission
(detail about our nets is what makes the
charity) and the end destination is the
most important...
